All applicants will be notified of the outcome of the initial judging by post 
by 30th August.

The final judging will take place on Wednesday 29th September once all 
the selected drawings have been hung in the gallery.

To celebrate ‘The Big Draw’, the national campaign to encourage 
people to draw, The Plough Arts Centre is holding an ‘Open 

Drawing Competition and Exhibition’.

Drawings will be selected for exhibition with a
£500 Prize for the overall winner.

The competition will be judged by artist Peter Randall-Page

• Applicants must be aged 18 and over.
• Submissions must be in 2D format.
• Drawings selected will be exhibited in the ‘Open Drawing 

Competition Exhibition’ at The Plough Arts Centre in October 
2010. 

• Exhibition Dates; 
 Installation Monday 27 September.
 Exhibition Launch & Prize Awarding Ceremony Fri 1 Oct. 
 Exhibition runs until Sun 31 Oct.
 Dismantle Monday 1 November. 

• It is anticipated that the selected drawings for exhibition are 
delivered and collected by the artist to The Plough Arts Centre, on 
the installation and dismantling dates above.

• Drawings selected for exhibition must be provided framed for 
installation

• It is assumed that the artwork selected for this exhibition is for sale 
during the exhibition. The Plough Arts Centre charges 30% 
commission on all sales.

• The Plough Arts Centre, staff, members of The Council of 
Management and their families are ineligible to enter this 
competition.

There is a Competition Entry Fee of £10 per submission, please include 
this fee with the original application, cheques should be made payable to 
‘The Plough Arts Centre’.

Submissions are limited to two per artist.

The  copyright  of  all  artwork  remains  with  the  artist,  but  selected 
drawings may be used to publicise this exhibition.
